Teri Terry: at least one source seems to be limited in information

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Hi, Shelly: Based on the criteria outlined by the teacher (research allusions), how well did the project meet that goal?

Tim Staal: 2 - Weaknesses - limited info, not much depth, citations?

Rachael: 1. Seems easy to use, motivating for students  2. so many choices for students :D

Laura: 2.  Weakness - not informative

Shelly Vanvoorst: I'm assuming by the articles connected that their theme was based on the four girls that died in the church bombing, but not the whole novel?

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Hi, EJacobs - we're chatting in the chat window in the middle left column about some sixth grade sample work we saw.

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Shelly - Stevie Wonder is also in the Glogster, if that helps

Formative Assessment 2.0: a range in grades for the assignment

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): (Psst ... Jeff is being kind. I got rather bothered that what I saw as a random collection of multimedia links -- some from questionable sites --

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): was being given an A. The Glog showed no evidence that the students actually was able to extract allusions. Merely linking to someone's college paper ... was that evidence of learning or just a link?

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Did the kid even READ those Web pages? Or just make a link?

Shelly Vanvoorst: I think they enjoyed making links and decorating the page

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Check out our student who said, "Webinars stress me out. I get so distracted by everything" (right column)

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): When you open the feedback loop, you have to be ready for anything!

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): "Blogging forced me to reflect"

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): (One student admitted that she wouldn't have done the readings if reflective blogging weren't effective :)

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): On a wiki, they worked through their process so we could see what was going through their minds as they were planning

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): This also helped us later on to be aware of how involved each person was.

Teri Terry: Kristin will we have access to this chat history after the session

Moderator (Kristin Fontichiaro): Yes, we're recording it.

Teri Terry: will you place this on the conference website in handouts

Teri Terry: thank you for doing this, it helps to focus the assessment to the assignment
